As 2008 rapidly approaches I guess that you, 
like me, are starting to wonder what happened to 2007; where did it go?  What did we achieve? 

This is a time for reflection so, from the Honiton RC perspective, we have achieved a great deal.  A 
few of our more notable achievements are:- The 750th market town charter anniversary event, another 
12k, trained 10 new coaches and trained a new level 2 coach (me, with two more due to be trained 
early in 2008).   During the course of the year Honiton RC members have competed in 47 different 
races (so far) and these are only the ones I know about and in places as far away as Auckland (NZ), 
Snowdonia & Edinburgh.  

 

Social functions have been in abundance, including countryside events and treks. In the near future 
there are also forthcoming trips to Barbados & Spain to look forward to, + next yearôs Grizzly!!!! 

 

We now have the largest club membership in our short history with nearly 100 members and the 
probability is that we will be well past 100 before the end of the current club year. 

 

The second Tuesday in January will see the start of the clubôs junior section. Much preparation has 
gone into this activity both with administration and coach training. The commitment of our members to 
developing athletes of the future is laudable. The benefits to the juniors, club, sport & community will 
be seen in years to come -  ñmighty oaks from little acorns grow.ò 

I sincerely hope that the enthusiasm of the new junior members will match or surpass that of the vol-
unteers who have already put in so much effort. 

 

Other items under consideration are, changing the Honiton 12K to a more popular distance. It will 
most likely be 10 miles and the first run at this distance is likely to take place in 2009. Our other two 
proposed races will hopefully come to fruition in the next few months. 

 

Our first decade as a club is also getting closer. Our formal affiliation to U.K.  Athletics, via the SEAA, 
took place on the 6th July 2000.  

Honiton Road Runners, our original name, was little more than a few individuals with a common inter-
est in running so we decided to have an open meeting to form a ñproper club.ò  This took place on 
Wed 20th October 1999 at Honiton Sports Hall where it was decided we should start a process to cre-
ate a formal running club affiliated to the appropriate bodies.  A 2nd meeting on  Wed 2nd Feb 2000 
formed a committee, approved a preliminary set of rules and started the process of affiliation.   

We now need to decide which date should mark the beginning of Honiton RC so that we can arrange 
an appropriate 10th anniversary event in 2009. Please pass your thoughts onto your committee, both 
on the matter of the date and any ideas you might have for suitable celebrations. 

Finally, thank you to every one of you for your contribution to our clubôs success in the past year and 
a special thanks to those of you that have given up many hours of your own time organising events.
